Meet Ryan Keating, founder of ñJamaicans Against Poverty.ò Ryan is a man who puts 

his money where his mouth is. Other than the bare essentials on which to live, he puts his 

money in the Ryan Keating Foundation.  He lives to help his people. 
 

His Vision?  Feed the hungry, provide shelter, clothe and educate the poor, care for the 

sick and break the cycle of poverty. Thirty-Nine percent of the people in the Trelawny 

Parish where Ryan lives are living, ñexistingò below the poverty line. The few jobs available 

are in the  agricultural sector. 

 

Folks, study the pictures in this letter.   Ryan has purchased this property. Perhaps you will respond as I did 

when I first saw the property. ñYou have to be kidding! Ryan, 

your vision is an impossible dream.ò  Just the thought of 

clearing the land and repairing the buildings is over- whelm-

ing to me.  But not to Ryan; he is going to get his people in-

volved doing it. 

 

Ryan wants to clear the land and restore the buildings to make 

it a working chicken farm.  He will then use the chickens to 

feed the people in the Trelawny parish at least once a month.  

After he gets that up and working he wants to incorporate oth-

er animals as well as local crops.  He will have the local peo-

ple helping at the farm.  The very people benefiting from the 

feeding program are the ones who will be doing the work.

He has prepared a detailed budget for 

Phase One which is to clear the land, repair the building and start a 

chicken farm with 500 broiler chicks 

 

Ryan has asked if CERT might help with a gift of $4,000

to work with Ryan; because we believe his heart truly is to help his 

people; because he is sacrificially giving of his means to help; and 

because every penny donated can make a huge difference in the

There may be someone readying this who can say, ñYes, I will do it.ò  Letôs all help.  Whatever God puts on 

your heart.  Letôs all be spectators to a miracle watching Godôs hand at work.  

 

You canôt give?  I understand.  God understands.  But we can all pray.  Pray that Ryanôs vision  which he 

believes is from the Lord will become funded by believers like you and me.  This is all about God, not about 

CERT per se, but about all of us. 

 

Your gift in whatever amount designated to the Trelawny project will be greatly appreciated and every cent 

will go for that project.  Let us all pray and give as you can or feel led. Ask God to guard our hearts that we 

do not rob Him of His glory for the great things He does.
